Lions Who Are òEveryday Heroesó 

I nternational President Al Brandel has chosen as his slogan 
ñEveryday Heroesò to go along with his theme of ñMiracles 
through Serviceò.  At our first cabinet meeting on August 9

th
, 

we introduced this theme and slogan via President Brandelôs 
introductory video which we received in Bangkok at the 
International convention. 

We had a most successful cabinet meeting with 55 Lions that 
represented 24 clubs in attendance.  We stressed our 

membership goals for the Multiple District and District E as well as our need for 
tighter controls on retention and a broader plan of strengthening clubs overall 
through the ñHealthy Club Initiativeò. Additionally, we outlined the goals and plans 
of the nine zones in the four regions of our District and encouraged our attending 
Lions to assist the Zone Leaders in their tasks.  We then zeroed in on clubsô 

health by doing a club assessment program (as a training tool) called ñHow Are 
Your Ratingsò, which we hope club officers will carry back to their club and use 
to analyze their club. We found out that both Ashland and Grants Pass clubs have 
already started using the program. Ashland, ñonlineò, to all their members while 
Grants Pass used the ñretreatò concept to do the analysis with an astounding 93% 
attendance. Apparently members are eager for input in this program to see the 
results of how their club rates. 

With all this focus on the District ñhealthò we do not want to lose sight of our 
individual Lions within the clubs that are living the motto ñWe Serveò.  And this is 
the focus of President Brandelôs slogan, ñEveryday Heroesò.  We, as officers of 
our clubs, should look at our members who not only function in our clubs, but 
often go about volunteering for community service unsung and unheralded. These Lions may volunteer for the fire 
department or EMT rescue service, mentor in local schools, work on the library board, or any other community outreach 
programs. They are the ñEveryday Heroesò as they go about doing things that in the communityôs eyes are the everyday 
ñMiracles through Serviceò.  We want to join with President Brandel in recognizing and awarding them for their 
exceptional volunteerism. I will be emphasizing this part of the Presidentôs theme as I start my ñofficialò visitations. I will 
have more to say on the subject next month, but meanwhile look for those óHeroesô in your club, so that they can be
